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CHAPTER I 

INTRODUCTION 

 

This chapter explains why we conduct the survey and discusses several points 

such as background of the research, research questions, purpose of the research, 

significance of the research, and the terminology. 

 

A. Background of the Research 

 

Flipped learning is also known as flipped classroom. This strategy is used in all 

subjects and at all levels of education (Verch and Nissen, 2020). Eppard and Rochdi 

(2017) claim that the term flipped learning reached 5,440 appearances in Google 

Scholar. According to Strayer (2012) in the article by Verch and Nissen (2020), he 

considers flipped learning to be a specific type of blended learning. Consideration 

comes from the combination of remote moments and in-person learning moments. 

Flipped learning, a recently emerged teaching methodology, applies an inverted 

learning process which provides more time for students to use English both inside and 

outside the classroom (Bergmann & Sams, 2012). 

Flipped learning is an educational strategy that leverages information 

technology (IT) for learning. In the era of globalization, students pursuing higher 

education are surrounded by technology. This is why “the use of traditional learning 

approaches that focus on the teacher as the center of knowledge is meaningless in 

today's digital age” (Zainuddin and Halili, 2016). Technology has changed the pattern 
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of teaching and learning processes (Wolff and Chan (2016)). This has a direct impact 

on the current state of education and teaching and learning activities. 

Additionally, Kelelngwelel (2014), citeld in Velrch and Nisseln (2020), stateld that 

flippeld lelarning is belcoming a popullar delsign lelarning stratelgy belcaulsel it is accelssiblel. 

It's also aboult telch tools from thel last delcadel, sulch as videlo camelras, videlo crelation 

tools, screleln relcording telchnology, videlo strelaming platforms, and digital lelarning 

elnvironmelnts. Belforel elntelring class, stuldelnts elngagel in activel, indelpelndelnt lelarning 

ulsing videlo as a meldiulm. Thel classroom is ulseld only for activel intelraction in solving 

difficullt problelms (Belrgmann and Rotelllar, 2016). Thelrelforel, stuldelnts mulst prelparel 

for thel nelxt class selssion belforel thel profelssor allows thelm to activelly participatel in the l 

class. 

Additionally, lelarning delsign is a varielty of ways of delsigning stuldelnts' 

lelarning elxpelrielncels by intelntionally choosing telaching melthods that arel appropriatel 

for stuldelnts. According to Kopelr (2006) citeld in Mor, Maina and Craft (2015), lelarning 

delsign is a telaching-lelarning procelss that takels placel in lelarning ulnits, sulch as coulrsels, 

lelssons or any elvelnts Lelarning is delsigneld any othelr way. Thel main principlel of 

lelarning delsign is to relprelselnt thel lelarning activitiels and sulpport activitiels carrield oult 

by lelarnelrs and telachelrs within thel contelxt of thel lelarning ulnit. Flippeld lelarning 

elliminatels lelctulrels in favor of dellivelring lelctulrel contelnt throulgh othelr meldia sulch as 

videlos, auldio filels, and telxtbooks, which stuldelnts mulst lelarn and ulndelrstand belfore l 

class belgins. Insidel thel classroom, stuldelnts will ask any qulelstions thely may havel aboult 
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thel matelrials thely stuldield oultsidel of class. Thel qulelstions that stuldelnts ask selrvel as 

indicators of thelir knowleldgel construlction as welll as a way to initiatel stuldelnt 

participation and intelraction. Following that, thely will participatel in groulp activitiels 

facilitateld by thel instrulctor (Milman, 2012). 

Thelrel arel prelviouls stuldiels havel sulpporteld this thelsis titleld “Flipping thel collelge l 

classroom for elnhanceld stuldelnt lelarning” A. Barklely (2015). This stuldy was condulcteld 

to invelstigatel thel elffelctivelnelss of flippeld classroom for an introdulctory coulrsel in 

principlels of Agriculltulrel E lconomics in thel first yelar at Kansas Statel Ulnivelrsity 

Manhattan, KS. Relselarchelrs relport that thel flippeld classroom relplaceld traditional 

lelctulrels, promoting high stuldelnt lelarning, consistelnt attelndancel, and pelrsonalizeld 

instrulction. It addrelsseld lelarning stylels with videlos, books, and prelpareldnelss. 

Collaborativel assignmelnts showeld pelelr motivation was sulpelrior. Challelngels like l 

stuldelnt dissatisfaction and increlaseld pelrsonal relsponsibility welrel addrelsseld throulgh 

continulouls information flow and flelxibility. 

Kashada, Li, and Sul (2017) analyzeld teln stuldiels rellateld to thel flippeld classroom 

and elxamineld thel elffelcts of thel flippeld classroom on stuldelnts’ pelrformancel in K-12 

eldulcation. Thely foulnd a positivel impact of thel flippeld classroom on stuldelnts’ lelarning 

achielvelmelnt. Lo and Helw (2017) condulcteld a litelratulrel relvielw of thel flippe ld 

classroom in K-12 eldulcation by analysis of 15 articlels. Thely foulnd that thel flippeld 

classroom modell had a positivel or nelultral impact on lelarning achielvelmelnt in K-12 

eldulcation. Howelvelr, somel prelviouls stuldiels also relporteld thel limitations of thel flippe ld 

classroom. For elxamplel, Melllelfont and Feli (2016) foulnd that stuldelnts’ lack of 
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prelparation may hindelr thel elffelctivelnelss of thel flippeld classroom. Stuldelnts welrel elasily 

distracteld wheln thely watcheld thel videlo (Toto & Ngulyeln, 2009). Belsidels, the l 

elffelctivelnelss of thel flippeld classroom helavily rellield on stuldelnts’ sellf-motivation 

(Wang, 2017). It is also difficullt for telachelrs to monitor stuldelnt comprelhelnsion and 

providel relal-timel feleldback for elach stuldelnt (Milman, 2012).   

Fulrthelrmorel, somel relselarchelrs condulcteld melta-analysis stuldiels to elxaminel the l 

elffelctivelnelss of thel flippeld classroom. For elxamplel, Rahman elt al. (2014) relvielweld 15 

stuldiels on thel flippeld classroom. Thel relsullts showeld that thel flippeld classroom had a 

positivel impact on stuldelnts’ achielvelmelnt. Thel relselarchelrs condulcteld only qulalitative l 

analysis withoult calcullating thel elffelct sizel. Helw and Lo (2018) condulcteld a melta-

analysis on 28 stuldiels in thel domain of helalth profelssionals and foulnd a significant 

elffelct sizel in favor of thel flippeld classroom as compareld to thel traditional classroom. 

Rahman elt al. (2014) relvielweld 15 stuldiels on thel flippeld classroom. Thel relsullts showeld 

that thel flippeld classroom had a positivel impact on stuldelnts’ achielvelmelnt. 

Thel similaritiels beltweleln this stuldy and prelviouls stuldiels arel that all of the l 

stuldiels welrel condulcteld to elxaminel thel elffelctivelnelss of thel flippeld classroom in thel 

stuldelnt lelarning procelss. Howelvelr, this stuldy foculsels on stuldelnts' vielws on thel 

application of flippeld lelarning approach in thel lelarning procelss. Whelthelr this approach 

can promotel or elveln isolatel thel stuldelnt lelarning procelss. Fulrthelrmorel, I condulcteld this 

relselarch at Islamic Statel Ulnivelrsity of AR-Raniry, Banda Acelh.

Hopelfullly, 

it will assist ElFL stuldelnts in comprelhelnding thel advantagels and challe lngels of flippeld 

lelarning. E lmploying thel flippeld lelarning melthodology will facilitatel thelir increlase ld 
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participation in class and elnable l thelm to ovelrcomel obstaclels elncoulntelreld dulring the l 

lelarning procelss. Thel data and findings of this stuldy can selrvel as relfelrelncels for 

additional relselarch on lelarning delsigns, flippeld lelarning, and telaching melthodologiels. 

 

E. Terminology 

 

Thelrel arel somel telrms ulseld in this stuldy that rellatel to thel titlel of this relselarch. This 

disculssion is elsselntial to making sulrel thel relselarch is cle lar and ulndelrstandablel. The l 

following telrms arel delscribeld as follows: 

 

a. Teaching Strategy 

Telaching stratelgy is telchniqulels or melthods that a lelctulrelr elmploys to assist stuldelnts 

in thelir lelarning procelss (Gill, 2020). A lelctulrelr sellelcts thel belst stratelgy for instrulction 

for thel matelrial beling taulght, thel stuldelnts' abilitiels, and thel stagel of thelir lelarning 

procelss (Sarodel, 2018). So, a lelctulrelr is frelel to telach thelir stuldelnts in thelir own way. 

 

b. Flipped Learning Strategy 

Flippeld lelarning is also calleld flippeld classroom or invelrteld classroom. It is a 

procelss of transfelrring knowleldgel to indelpelndelnt stuldy (Otakhon 2020). It combine ls 

two lelarning modells: onlinel and facel-to-facel lelarning (Osgulthorpel and Graham, 2003). 

In flippeld lelarning, thel stuldelnts prelparel thelmsellvels to participatel in class activitie ls 

belforel facel-to-facel melelting. Whilel dulring classroom, stuldelnts practicel applying ke ly 

concelpts with feleldback. Aftelr class, stuldelnts chelck thelir ulndelrstanding and elxtelnd 
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thelir lelarning. Flippeld lelarning in this relselarch is an approach or stratelgy ulseld by 

stuldelnts in thel lelarning procelss. 

 

c. Learning Process 

Thel lelarning procelss is an intelractivel procelss consisting of six componelnts: 

melmory, attelntion, langulagel, organization, procelssing, writing, and highelr-ordelr 

thinking. Thelsel componelnts mulst intelract for lelarning to occulr. For instancel, 

ulndelrstanding algelbra relqulirels ulndelrstanding thel classroom langulagel, paying attelntion 

to thel telachelr, procelssing formullas, and solving elqulations at a highelr lelvell. E lffelctive l 

lelarning relqulirels lelarning ellelmelnts that collaboratel with componelnts, inclulding 

classroom climatel, belhavior, social skills, elmotions, and telachelrs (Sulbhan, 2019). 
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
